Following the request, between September 2018 and February 2019, a review of existing procedures at Costa Rica's land border posts, ports and
airports was conducted with World Bank support. The aim was to review formalities and documentation requirements, while identifying
opportunities for improvement relating to customs procedures for the import, export and transit of goods.

As a result, the World Bank issued a report entitled "Review of formalities and documentation requirements and identification of opportunities for
improvement relating to import, export and transit procedures at the Pefias Blancas, Paso Canoas, Puerto Caldera, Puerto Limén and Juan
Santamaria International Airport (Costa Rica) border posts (Articles 10.1 and 10.2 of the TFA)", which summarizes the findings and
recommendations emerging from the study.

The results of this work were also included and elaborated upon in a document entitled "Priority Trade Facilitation Agenda", which was declared
of public and national interest through Executive Decree No. 42065-MP-COMEX of 17 October 2019.

In line with the recommendations made in this report and contained in the "Priority Agenda", Costa Rica has successfully made a number of
improvements to its foreign trade procedures. Such improvements include the following:
