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Mr. Chairman, 

On behalf of the United Arab Emirates, Kingdom of Bahrain, Saudi Arabia Kingdom, Sultanate of Oman, State of Qatar, State of Kuwait, It is for my Delegation a great pleasure and honor to present today to Committee on Trade Facilitation  the GCC experience in implementing one of the most important mechanisms provided by the Agreement on Trade Facilitation which is the “Advance Rulings “ contained in Article 3.
The GCC experience reflects a coordinated and common work accomplished by the GCC Member States as a group in setting up an “Advance Rulings Common System” to enhance the implementation of Article 3 of the Agreement on Trade Facilitation. The setting up of this common System also aims to meet  the provisions of Article 24.5 which call for the adoption of regional approaches and the establishment of regional bodies to assist in the implementation of the Members obligations under the Agreement on Trade Facilitation. 

In this regard and in order to allow the interested companies and businesses to be aware of the “GCC Advance Ruling Common System” , its objectives and its related procedure, the GCC Member States have published through their official Channels an Unified Guide on the Advance Ruling Common System. This will assist in enhancing transparency as is stated out in the Agreement.
So, this Guide is made available to the Secretariat and to the Committee members, through the GCC Communication, with the aim of sharing the GCC experience in implementing some of the most important provisions of the Trade Facilitation Agreement from the regional perspective.
